NOTICE OF COMPLIANCE WITH RULE 3.2(¢c)

Southern California Edison Company (SCE) hereby files this notice of compliance
(Notice of Compliance) with the California Public Utilities Commission’s (Commission) Rule
3.2(c).

SCE is proposing a revenue requirement increase in the above-referenced application
(Application). Rule 3.2(c) requires that “within ten days after the filing of the application, [the
applicant] shall publish at least once in a newspaper of general circulation in the county in which
the increases are proposed to be made effective a notice, in general terms, of the proposed
increase in rates.” SCE filed Application 07-05-010 on May 10, 2007. Publication was
accomplished in accordance with each certification of publication provided in Exhibit A attached
hereto. As many of the newspapers are weekly publications, the notice could not be published in
such publications within 10 days of SCE’s filing of the Application. All notices where published
within 10-14 days after SCE filed the Application in this docket. As such, SCE has substantially
complied with the publication requirements of Rule 3.2(c).

Attached hereto as Exhibit B is the Declaration of Melissa Amador, certifying to the

notice and publication of the Application.



Rule 3.2(c) further requires that the applicant file a proof of compliance within 10 days

after publication. Accordingly, SCE timely files this Notice of Compliance with Rule 3.2(c).
