the proposed SCE contract for evaporative cooler installation services (plus CFB, hard-wired porch lights, and energy education) entitled Sample Contract Evaporative cooler Installation Program, which was part of SCE's September 17, 1999, filing in this docket.

New restrictions on subcontracting; requires SCE's written approval and other new restrictions.

New provision, Restrictions on Advertisement.

New section, Ownership of Materials:  provides that all information prepared by contractor are property of SCE and shall not be disclosed without SCE prior express written consent.

13
New section, Confidentiality:  forbids contractor from disclosing any Program or customer information without written consent of SCE.

14
New section, Conflicts of Interest/Business Ethics:  requires contractor to "prevent any actions or conditions which could result in a conflict with SCE's interests"; imposes other requirements on contractor.

15
New section, Public Relations:  requires contractor to conduct work in manner to maintain good public relations.

16
New section, Payment of Taxes:  notes contractor responsible for payment of all applicable taxes.

17
New section, CPUC Authority to Modify:  makes agreement subject to changes that the CPUC may direct.

18
New section, Right to Audit:  subjects contractor to SCE audits for 3 years after the end of the contract.

19
Different provision prohibiting assignment of rights or delegation of duties; new provision would forbid assignment of right to payment without SCE written approval.

20
New section, Legal Authority:  each party states it has power and authority to execute, deliver, and perform the Agreement.

21
New section, Diligence; Cooperation:  requires parties to cooperate as reasonably required.

24
Different provision on venue; new contract requires actions on the contract to be filed in Los Angeles County.

26
Different provision on nonwaiver.

27
Different provisions restricting actions for damages.  New version shields SCE from any liability for any damages incurred by contractor or customers.  Old version (General Terms and Conditions ? 17) made both parties not subject to consequential damages but otherwise did not limit liability.

New section, Attorney's Fees:  prevailing party entitled to recover from other party.
