Subject:  Edison Advice Letter 1563-E, Proposed Allocation of Senate Bill X1 5 Funding to Implement Cool Centers

On July 24, 2001 Southern California Edison Company (Edison) filed Advice Letter 1563-E requesting Commission approval of its proposal to fund Cool Centers to help its low-income customers who reside in hot, desert climates.  Edison also requested in its advice filing that the Commission waive the protest period so that the Cool Centers could be implemented expeditiously.

Edison’s Cool Center proposal was originally presented to the Commission in Advice Letter 1555-E submitted on July 2, 2001, which also included its proposal for SBX1 5 CARE funding.  At the Commission’s request, Edison submitted an amended advice filing, 1555-E-A which incorporated its SBX1 5 CARE funding request.  Edison then submitted a separate advice filing for the Cool Center proposal.  No protests were received concerning advice filing 1555-E prior to the July 23, 2001 due date.

As no protests were received concerning Edison’s original Cool Center proposal in 1555-E and the proposal submitted in 1563-E is identical to the original proposal, the protest period for advice filing 1563-E is waived.
