CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by the Chair, Henry Knawls, at 9:18 a.m.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT

The opportunity for public comment was provided at this time but none was given.

A. Critical Path Update

The Board reviewed the LIGB Assignments, Tasks, and Schedule for September through December 1999 

(doc 5).  Phyllis White indicated that the critical path would be updated every meeting.

The Board discussed formatting changed to the critical path.  Public comment was heard. The Board requested for the Energy Division to include the first quarter of 2000 when updating the critical path.  

III. RESPONSE TO CPUC ORDERS ISSUED SINCE LAST MEETING

A. Comments on Revised Proposed Decision on Board Roles

No new updates were presented.

IV. BOARD OPERATIONS

A. Update on Board Nominations

Have been on hold until the release of the final decision on board structures and operating procedures.

B. Review LIGB Budget Year to Date

The Board reviewed the LIGB Financial Tracking report (doc 7). Public comment was heard.  McKenney noted that the $60,000 budget item for legal services should be deleted, as it is duplicative.

C. LIGB Budget Augmentation or Action

Katherine McKenney will work with Wagoner, which will be discussed at the meeting in December. 

D. Review LIGB Proposed By-law Changes

Fred Harris, Legal Division, stated he had not yet reviewed the Board’s by-laws.  The Board decided to withhold action until the final decision on Board Structures and operating procedures.

E. Errors and Omissions Insurance Update

McKenney reported on a letter sent to the attorney general regarding his services with respect to Errors and Omissions .  The office assured McKenney that they had assigned the appropriate staff and would send a response. Public comment was heard. 

V. UPDATE ON UTILITY COMPETITIVE BID APPLICATIONS (A.99-07-02, -004, -011, -012)

Susan Brown indicated that there had been little discussion of low- income issues at the proceedings, that the case could have been about any type of contracting.  She also indicated that there had been little or no discussion of AB 1393.  Bob Burt also attended and provided his assessment that the case was about the extent to which the utilities bid out everything they could and changes from previous contracts.  Dennis Guido also provided an update.  Louise Perez indicated that it lacked public participation, and was not “user friendly”.  She stated there was no way for the public to participate because they do not have the resources except through the LIGB.

The Board discussed AB 1393 and its possible need for review and judicial notice.  The Board will submit a letter to the Commissioner advising it about the concerns communicated here, including the lack of public accessibility to the CPUC process and the need for an implementation strategy for AB 1393. The goal is to hand deliver the letter on Friday, November 13, 1999.   Full discussion was held with Energy Division privy to the discussion and public input. 

VI. PY 2000 AND PY 2001 PROGRAM AND POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS

Item was deferred.

VII. AGENDA PLANNING FOR FUTURE MEETINGS

The Advisory Committee will meet on December 8-9 in San Diego at the San Diego Gas and Electric Company (SDG&E) and the Board will meet Jan. 18-19 at SDG&E in San Diego.
