WIS and PP&O Manual standardization revision project:  Don Wood identified that the LIAB and AC had met yesterday to review the RER project.  Don gave Fred Sebold’s  RER contact information for those who did not get the handout from yesterday’s presentation.  Don also explained what the process will be and the target dates for milestones of the project.

The Committee then went line by line through the document presented by RER at yesterday’s meeting and made comments as needed on each area.  The comments were intended to submit comments to RER as to clarifications, additions, etc. needed in the final product.  Don Wood made notes to pass on to RER.

AC Membership: Bob Burt stated that he would suggest that members who were being dropped from the TC be notified in writing prior to and after being dropped.  Louise pointed out that the TC had previously dealt with this issue and had decided, due to limited staff support, the minutes would serve as notification as it is posted on the LIGB website and served on the entire list of those who receive LIAB/LIABTC information.  No action taken to change the policy.

CARE Update:  Jeff Beresini expressed that, regarding the CARE Outreach Project, the Utilities are now in the process of evaluating bids.  The top ideas will be brought to the AC at the next meeting and presented for review and input.  First cut on bids are to be completed by April 6.  There was a wide cross section of bids and the Utilities are pleased with the cross section of bids received.  Bill Parker asked how many were received by PG&E- Jeff said 17 had been received.  Yesterday Donna Jones-Moore, of SoCalGas stated that 90 had been received statewide.
