B.  Technical Committee 

1. Recommendations on Standardized Manuals & Selection Criteria May 10th Filing (Continuation from May 23, 2000)

Louise Perez reported on their last TC meeting held on May 16 & 17 in San Diego. Perez indicated that the Standardization Project is pretty close to completion in terms of the opportunity for feed back.  One of the things the TC is very concerned about is ensuring the fact that there is upfront input on what should be considered in Phase II.  Some of the things discussed that were critical for Phase II include CAS testing, income eligibility and verification issues. Perez continued by adding that the utilities are meeting the 25th to begin scoping out Phase II and expressed concern about this meeting being a closed meeting.  She questioned whether or not this should be a public meeting vs. a closed meeting, and whether or not there is a Bagley-Keene issues.  She informed the Board that she spoke with her attorney about the meetings being funded by the Public Goods Surcharge.  Perez indicated the attorney strongly recommended that this issue be looked at.  Perez informed the Board that Mike Rosauer of the Energy Division will be mapping out directives contained in the ACR versus the directives regarding CALMAC to find out if there might be potential conflicts.  Perez wanted to make sure that the Board has the opportunity to have a representative on CALMAC and that the Board appoints somebody representing LIAB.  The TC also discussed the Needs Assessment Process and the time it takes to issue an RFP.  The first guiding principal is that TC wants to make sure that the goals and objectives for the Needs Assessment are defined.  The 2nd  guiding principal is that there is a need for another Needs Assessment Workshop and the 3rd guiding principal that the cost should be paid for by the appropriate program, CARE should pay its share and LIEE should pay its share.  Perez informed the Board of new TC memberships: Arleene Novotney moved from Energy Services Provider (CBO) to Environmental/Energy Groups; and Lori Luna was replaced with Roberto DelReal for SoCal Gas.

Sullivan handed out the May 24, 2000 ALJ Ruling regarding Comments and Replies to Recent Rulings.  Per ALJ Gottstein’s ruling, the LIAB is to fully describe its position and specifically reference the relevant sections of the joint WIS Phase 1 report where the recommendations are in agreement and those that present the utilities alternate position.  The Board wants clarification with respect to the ruling requesting a September 1 utility compliance filing for 2001 LIEE programs, versus the PD which appears to contemplate a different date.  The Board is concerned that the application process that was initiated for program year 2000 is not initiated for program year 2001. Wagoner will speak with ALJ Gottstein to clarify and will inform Steve Rutledge.  Sullivan and Rutledge will draft a letter to the Commission indicating the Board’s concern if a process similar to the one for program year 2000 is being contemplated for program year 2001.
