Chair Person's Report:

AC Committee Support by the Commission: 

There is still a lack of support and Louise stated there is a potential serious break down of communication.  Noted was the mistake by Energy Division to delete what was to be covered at today’s meeting.  Energy Division lost the Agenda developed for this meeting.  And also deleted all noted items for this meeting and replacing it with the working group meeting that was held yesterday.  Of specific concern was the elimination of the CARE Outreach Pilots and all other topics form the notice.   Josie noted that this meeting can now only discussed what was posted and no more.

Louise then called for an update on the following

LIEE Uniformity of Measures and Operating Manuals (WIS):   
Don Wood - SDG&E stated that although the utilities have been working together in preliminary discussions, however, due to the LIGB’s letter asking that the utilities be ordered to do this , that until a decision is rendered by the CPUC and due to the way the LIGB worded their request, that the utilities can not work on this product legally until a decision is rendered.  Rich Esteves stated that the CSD has just completed their new WIS manual and Ulla Maija Wait stated that it will be available soon.  Louise and others stated that maybe the process could be reversed and the LIGBAC take it upon itself to start the review of all of the WIS Manuals.  I suggest that Michael Rosauer - CPUC/Energy Division the new Energy Division Rep. To the LIGBAC might be the correct person to start in helping the AC with the process.  Rich Esteves further stated that each of the utilities have worked with their individual manual for many years and that that would have to be identified as each of the utilities ways of doing the programs they are assigned to do given the different regional areas.

Edna O’Leary will be asked to send an e-mail to all AC members that will ask them to request from each of the utilities the most current WIS manuals.  Then each of the utilities will send it to each of them so that each and every member and interested parties of the process could have their own individual utility WIS manuals. Review Utilities RFPs: It was discussed that until the ALJ and the Commission completes the hearing process and issues a decision ,the utilities will continue with the existing programs through at least the second quarter.  The utilities expect that this could possibly take the entire year of 2000 with the start of the new program in 2001.  We will see.

CARE Outreach Pilots:  At the next meeting we will compare workshop information from Oct. 12 LIGB meeting with issues raised and discussed at the Oct. 21-22 LIGBAC meeting in L.A.
