The Asian Pacific Planning Council of Orange County, Orange County Asian Pacific Islander Community Alliance, and Alan Woo files these comments in support the Joint Comments of Reliable Energy Management, Inc., Telacu, Maravilla, Latino Issues Forum, Greenlining Institute, and the Southern California Forum on LIEE Standardization and Procedures and Policies.  We urge the Commission to incorporate Low-Income Oversight Board ("LIOB") feedback on Decision 03-11-020, as intended by law.  The Commission should work to ensure that LIOB meetings are scheduled in a manner which allows input on major policy issues being considered by the Commission.  We also agree with the Joint Comments that needed cooling measures should not be eliminated for procedural reasons, and that the health and safety concerns should be given thorough consideration.  We agree that each utilities’ program need not be exactly the same, and that utility management must be given the flexibility to decide how to best deliver the program benefits consistent with CPUC and legislative guidelines.
