My congratulations and appreciation to all of the participants in yesterday’s full panel hearing.  It was a very constructive day.  As a result of the proposals made yesterday, I am anticipating a number a new pleadings next week (whether they will take the form of new applications, petitions to modify, or advice letters depends on the nature of the relief being sought).  I notice that PG&E has already filed an advice letter that appears to be related to the issues discussed yesterday.  

It is not clear what the timing will be for issuing decisions or resolutions in response to these proposals.  It is likely that we will have to perform triage, and focus our efforts in getting the most critical matters decided most quickly.  However, I am sending this note in order to emphasize that for there to be any hope of Commission action on a particular proposal at the Commission’s next meeting (October 27th), filings must be made no later than the end of the work day on Tuesday, October 11, 2005.

In anticipation of the need to respond as quickly as possible, and in order to help all parties plan activities for the next two weeks, I am establishing the following schedule:

October 11, 2005        Last day to submit proposals for adoption on October 27th
October 17, 2005        Comments on the proposals are due

October 19, 2005        Replies to comments are due

October 20, 2005        Workshop on Utility Proposals (9 a.m., at the Commission 

                                    headquarters in San Francisco)

The purpose of scheduling the workshop is to provide an opportunity to ask questions and seek refinements of the utility proposals.  We hope to include a meeting of the Low Income Oversight Board as part of this workshop.  If not, we hope that as many members of the Board as possible may be able to participate in person, or by telephone.

To the extent that we determine that more time will be needed to consider some of the proposals, I will send a subsequent message.  The above schedule will apply to all formally submitted proposals, unless you hear from me otherwise.
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
