OUTLINE OF FEBRUARY 20 AND MARCH 30 SUBMITTALS TO THE CPUC


Following is a proposed outline for the LIGB's February 20 and March 30, 1998 submittals to the CPUC. Indication is made of who is performing the tasks needed to complete each section, and dates upon which drafts or discussion papers will be supplied to the LIGB.


The submittal on February 20 will probably be comprised of two parts:  a submittal letter and proposed policy rules (for topics, see Appendix B below). If the LIGB is aware of additional information that must be included in the February 20 filing, please notify the technical consultant immediately. Then, on March 30, the LIGB will submit three items to the CPUC:  an expanded and revised submittal letter, the proposed RFP itself, and appendices. We anticipate that the policy rules submitted on February 20, modified to reflect public comments, will be an appendix to the March 30 filing. 


The following proposed outline is for the March 30, 1998 submittal of the full proposed RFP. Appendix B of this outline is the proposed policy rules that will be submitted on February 20. 


This outline follows a structure parallel to the November 24, 1997 submittal to the CPUC by the California Board for Energy Efficiency (CBEE) of its proposed RFP. Our outline deviates to account for the unique aspects of low-income programs. We believe that this parallel structure has several advantages. 1) The CPUC's review will be facilitated since the Commission is already familiar with the structure of the CBEE's submittal. 2) We understand that the CPUC has responded favorably to the format used by the CBEE. 3) LIGB and CBEE were directed by the CPUC to work together, and for portions of the submittal that are common to both (e.g., contractual issues) LIGB and CBEE submittals we will consider using CBEE language. It will be more efficient for both us and the CPUC to work with a comparable format.


Appendix B is the major policy document of the documents outlined below. It sets out in the most detail the policies that are reflected throughout the RFP. It is the document that we understand needs to be submitted to the CPUC on February 20. The schedule of tasks presented to the LIGB on Wednesday, December 17 was based on the information that must be determined in order to prepare Appendix B. The draft options or draft text that we present to the LIGB will reflect the sections of Appendix B. As the LIGB makes its decisions, those decisions will be reflected in this document.


1.	Submittal Letter (Summary of issues in the policy report/proposed RFP. For LIGB review on 2/13 (for 2/20 proposed policy rules) and 3/20 (for 3/30 proposed RFP). For 2/20, the submittal letter will reflect the areas covered in the proposed policy rules. Then, it will be expanded and revised prior to the 3/30 submittal to address the entire proposed RFP.
